There are over 500 intergroup offices in the U.S. and Canada, all of them 
independently operated.  The 2006 Conference felt that a pamphlet at a more 
local level might be a better approach. The request for a separate pamphlet 
regarding central offices has come to the 2007 General Service Conference.
